Australian Vanadium Water Monitoring

In April, Yamatji Water commenced a water monitoring program for Australian
Vanadium at their future refinery site in Tenindewa, Mid West. The program
involves equipping bores with dataloggers to assist in continuous level
measurement. This monitoring is conducted by our Water Monitoring team under
the supervision of Dr Selva Marimuthu, our Principal Hydrogeologist. The
monitoring uses Yamatji Water testing equipment. Two trainees also participate in
the monitoring runs alongside a member from DWER. This is a great example of
Yamatji people providing value-added services on country through Yamatji Water.

Commercial Engagements

Lakelands Water Licensing

Yamatji Water is assisting pastoralists
at their Lakelands property in the
Eneabba region to obtain a water
licence for their cattle and farming
operations. This support includes
upgrading bores, water modelling, and
licence application.

The work is being carried out by
Yamatji Water’s Principal
Hydrogeologist, who is supervising a
specialist drilling subcontractor and
our Water Monitoring team, in close
collaboration with DWER. This project
will provide future water monitoring
opportunities for our team on Country.

DUG Data Centre Visit

Pictured left, Alan Bradley from the Department
of Water and Environment Regulation (DWER),
together with the land team members from YSRC
and Laurie Barlow from Yamatji Water, visited
the DUG data centre facility in West Perth. DUG
has been in discussions with the YSRC Land Team
and Yamatji Water regarding establishing a data
centre south of Geraldton. This initial 1.5MW
data centre is now waiting for a foundation
customer to initiate construction. The data
centre is planned to expand to 6MW and beyond
depending on demand. This collaboration with
industry demonstrates the potential for how the
Yamatji Land Estate and Strategic Aboriginal
Water Reserve can be leveraged to establish
regional industry, creating income for YSRC and
jobs for Yamatji people.
